During the Second World War Australian forces made a contribution to the Allied victory. The
generation that fought in the war and survived came out of the war with a sense of pride in
Australia’s capabilities.

Before the arrival of European settlers, Aborigines inhabited most areas of Australia. Each
people spoke one or more of hundreds of separate languages, had cultural traditions that
differed according to the region in which they lived.

Nowadays Australia is one of the most dynamic societies in the world. Over 200 languages are
spoken, with English the common language.

Thel960s was a difficult period for Australia, all contributed to an atmosphere of political,
economic and social change.
